RESOLUTION NO. 21-002

A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING MAYOR TO SIGN MINNESOTA JUDICIAL BRANCH’S MGA MASTER SUBSCRIBER AGREEMENT ON BEHALF OF THE CITY OF EVANSVILLE

WHEREAS, the City of Evansville has contracted with Thornton, Dolan, Bowen, Klecker & Burkhammer, P.A. (hereinafter “the Thornton Law Office”) to serve as its city attorney prosecuting criminal offenses that occur in the city limits;

WHEREAS, the Thornton Law Office requires access to the Minnesota Judicial Branch’s MGA data system to retrieve information related to city criminal prosecution matters;

WHEREAS, the Minnesota Judicial Branch requires a signed Master Subscriber Agreement signed by a duly authorized representative of the City to grant the Thornton Law Office access to MGA on the City’s behalf;

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF EVANSVILLE, MINNESOTA AS FOLLOWS:

The City’s Mayor, Calvin Lundeen, is hereby authorized to sign the Minnesota Judicial Branch’s MGA Master Subscriber Agreement on behalf of the City, thereby applying for user access privileges to the MGA system for the Thornton Law Office in its capacity as city attorney.
