The City Council met at City Hall on February 9, 2026 with the following members present:  Chuck Steffenson, Jason Andersen, Julie Aasness, Liz Plaster and Monica Olson-Novotny and the following absent: NONE

Others Present: Emajean Hanson-Ford—Douglas County HRA, Jason Hansen, Curt & Heather Olson, Tyler Anderson, Shawn Stelzer and Diana K. Olson
The meeting was called to order at 6:30 PM by Mayor Steffenson. 

A motion was made by Andersen, seconded by Olson-Novotny and carried to approve the February 9th agenda with the addition of Jason under 5B. 
  
A motion was made by Olson-Novotny, seconded by Plaster and carried to approve the January 12th Council meeting minutes.
Emajean talked to the Council about some grants that would be available to the City of Evansville residents.  The HRA is looking at doing a housing rehab grant so she wanted to explain the benefit.  

Jason Hansen asked the Council to waive the late fees and door hanger fees for a house he owns in town that he rents out.  

A motion was made by Andersen, seconded by Plaster and carried that all water & sewer bills MUST be in the landowner’s name and not the tenant’s name.

Opposed: Aasness

A motion was made by Steffenson, seconded by Andersen and carried to cut the door hanger and late fees by $671.53 for the Jason Hansen house located at 116 State Street.

A motion was made by Andersen, seconded by Olson-Novotny and carried to have new seals, remotes and adjust the doors on the fire hall.  It will be around $1,000.

A motion was made by Andersen, seconded by Plaster and carried to approve the purchase of a new light and battery for the fire department.  It will be around $800.

The skid unit for the side by side is suppose to be here this week.
The County is applying for a radio grant for the fire department.

The County talked about a County wide fire district.

A motion was made by Andersen, seconded by Olson-Novotny and carried to approve the Fire department PERA calculation points for retirement.  They are to attend 50% of training, 50% of meeting and 25% of calls.

A motion was made by Plaster, seconded by Olson-Novotny and carried to approve the 2027 Fire department budget of $55,500.

A motion was made by Steffenson, seconded by Andersen and carried to transfer $8,140.74 from the Sewer fund to the WW System Replacement fund.  
A motion was made by Andersen, seconded by Aasness and carried to transfer $6,604.50 from the Water fund to the Water Replacement fund.

We pumped 16,281,480 gallons of sewer in 2025.

We pumped 13,209,000 gallons of water in 2025.

A motion was made by Anderson, seconded by Olson-Novotny and carried to approve the LG220 from the EAS, and waive the 30-day waiting period and 10% to the City, to have a raffle and bingo on April 25, 2026 at Somedays Bar & Grill.

A motion was made by Andersen, seconded by Olson-Novotny and carried to waive the tort liability insurance.

We will look at replacing some of the boards for the Varsity field bleachers.

A motion was made by Andersen, seconded by Olson-Novotny and carried to approve the February bills and authorize payment. (List Attached)
