The Council would like to go with a 5-year ordinance with Gardonville.

Johnson-Jetline was out and cleaned 1/5 of the sewer mains.

Chemical was applied to the sewer ponds so they can be discharged.

The MDH fee has been increased to $15.22 as of January 1, 2026.  Council would like to start billing that fee quarterly to the residents in 2026.
