A motion was made by Steffenson, seconded by Hoffmann and carried to set the board of canvas to Monday, August 19th at 8 AM.

A motion was made by Steffenson, seconded by Hoffmann and carried to renew the contract for 1 year with Dan Ness from Century 21 Vista to sell the East Side Phase 2 lots.  

A motion was made by Berry, seconded by Aasness and carried to approve the LG220 from the Evansville Sportsmen’s Club and waive the 30-day waiting period and 10% to the City, to have a raffle at the Railroad and 2nd Event Center on September 14, 2019.

A motion was made by Steffenson, seconded by Aasness and carried to work on an amendment for Dennis Week to add his parcel to the Rural Service District.

A motion was made by Berry, seconded by Hoffmann and carried to add the motion that was made in January 2018 to the personnel handbook.  This was the motion.  “A motion was made by Buse, seconded by Batesole and carried to assign the employee committee with full administrative authority to handle employee issues, reviews and discuss wages.  The whole Council would have to decide any financial decisions.”   Lundeen Opposed

Anyone on the Council can approve overtime.

Chuck would like to resign from the Personnel Committee.

A motion was made by Berry, seconded by Hoffmann and carried that each council member shall fill out an employee review sheet and give to the employee committee for reviews.   Lundeen Opposed

A motion was made by Lundeen, seconded by Aasness and carried to accept Chuck’s resignation from the personnel committee.  Hoffmann & Berry Opposed

A motion was made by Steffenson and died for lack of 2nd to put Cal on personnel committee.
A motion was made by Lundeen, seconded by Hoffmann and carried to put Julie on the personnel committee.  Brenda & Julie are on the committee.

A motion was made by Lundeen, seconded by Berry and carried to schedule reviews.
Diana & Jerry met with Bob on the State Street and parking lot projects.  His estimates to fix the road past the water tower is $500,000 and redo the parking lot at the Community Center is about $765,000.

A motion was made by Berry, seconded by Hoffmann and carried to purchase a labtop for Jerry in an amount up to $1,000.

The School passed a question to be on the ballot for a referendum vote.

The ECD is official a 501c3 and are working on some projects.

Kent from Master Lumber talked to Cal about his building being on the City right-away.  Cal informed him to contact the City attorney.  
A motion was made by Hoffmann, seconded by Steffenson and carried to approve the August bills and authorize payment. (List Attached)
