The meeting was called to order at 7:00 PM by Mayor Olson.

A motion was made by Novotny, seconded by Batesole and carried to approve the July 9th Council Minutes.
Jamie spoke on behalf of the fire department requesting monthly financial reports for all their accounts.  They would also like to have the pagers in a locked cabinet in the fire hall.
Council Member Richard Novonty introduced the following resolution and moved its adoption:

WHEREAS, by Minnesota Statute 351.01 (1), the Evansville City Council may fill this position by appointment until the next special election due to more then 2 years remaining on the council term, and

 WHEREAS, by Minnesota Statute 351.06 this appointment shall last until the next special election and

WHEREAS, by the City Council of the City of Evansville, that the Council declares a vacancy to exist in the office of a City Council Member and will be filled in accordance with State Statute in a timely manner, and

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the City Council declares a vacancy in the council until the next special election.  
The motion for the adoption of the foregoing resolution was duly seconded by member   Chuck Steffenson and upon a vote being taken thereon, the following voted in favor thereof: Bobbie Batesole, Monica Olson, Chuck Steffenson & Richard Novonty

And the following voted against the same: NONE

WHEREUPON said resolution was declared duly passed and adopted this 13th day of August 2018.

Council would like to put a notice in the paper for the open position and have applications due by Tuesday, September 4th by 3 PM to City Hall and conduct interviews on September 6th starting at 6 PM.

The Council would like to shoot for April to conduct the special election for Darek’s council seat due to having more then 2 years of the term left.

A motion was made by Steffenson, seconded by Novotny and carried to do patching in the amount of $21,725 plus $6,500 for anything else that needs to be done by Performance Paving.

Bob from Apex Engineering will work on preparing a proposal for preliminary engineering for the Community Center parking lot and the road past the water tower.

Randy updated the Council about a Developers/EDA meeting on September 22nd at 10 AM at First Security Bank in Evansville.  The meeting is open to the public.  There may be a quorum of the council present at this meeting.
The Fire department is still looking at adding on to the existing fire hall.  They are obtaining estimates at this time to see if it is feasible.  

The Primary election is tomorrow.

Someone dropped off cats at the Humane Society and the City does not have a contract for cats.  The Council will not pay the bill.

A motion was made by Steffenson, seconded by Novotny and carried to approve an off-sale liquor license to Evansville Hardware/Richard Evavold until the end of 2018 at which time it can be renewed.
