The Mayor will be Cal Lundeen and the two council members will be Julie Aasness & Deb Berry.

The City opened bids for the water tower and treatment plant project on November 8th.  There were 3 bids for the tower and 7 bids for the treatment plant.  The lowest bidder for the tower was Caldwell Tanks in the amount $857,000 and Eagle Construction for the treatment plant in the amount of $1,598,800.  With the updated bids the project cost is estimated to be $3,244,855 with the City possible receiving $2,595,884 in grant.

The Council will need to look at a rate increase for water.  Diana figured there would need to be an increase of $7.03 per month per unit to pay the new debt on the water system.  
A motion was made by Hoffmann, seconded by Novotny and carried to increase the water flat rate $2.00 and the rate per thousand gallons $1.00.  The new rate for household water will be $20.50 flat rate and $5.00 per thousand gallons effective January 1, 2019.

A motion was made by Novotny, seconded by Hoffmann and carried to approve the list of liquor and tobacco licenses for 2019.
