The City Council met in the Council Room on July 9, 2018 with the following members present: Chuck Steffenson, Monica Olson, Darek Buse, Bobbie Batesole & Richard Novotny and the following absent:  NONE

All present stood to say the pledge of allegiance.

The meeting was called to order at 7:00 PM by Mayor Olson.  
A motion was made by Novotny, seconded by Batesole and carried to approve the July 9th agenda with the addition of Denman under septic.
A motion was made by Novotny, seconded by Steffenson and carried to approve the June 11th Council Minutes.
John had damage to his sewer service which happened over 14 years ago.  So far he has paid over $3,000 to have it fixed.
A motion was made by Steffenson, seconded by Novotny and carried to split the $3,051.46 bill for John Tate for this sewer damage and pay for the paving
A motion was made by Batesole, seconded by Novotny and carried to raise the fire department officers pay by $100 each for chief, assistant chief, secretary and engineer.

Chuck placed some calls on septic pumping and found some Cities allow it and others do not.  Bobbie also made a call to Fergus Falls and they do allow septage.  Dan and Justin are fine dumping someplace else. Denman who works for ALASD said they do not allow it and cautioned the Council on the damage it could do.

A motion was made by Steffenson, seconded by Buse and carried to rescind the motion to allow septic dumping in the City.  

Monica got a firm quote from Palmer Creations on developing a new website.  The design would be $785 and if he came to take photos it would be another $280 and for an hour a month it would be $20.

A motion was made by Buse, seconded by Novonty and carried to hire Palmer Creations to develop a new website for the City and take photos.

There is talk of a new safety group forming in Douglas County.  There are only a few right now so we will wait to see if more join before we switch due to the cost.

A motion was made by Batesole, seconded by Buse and carried to adopt Ordinance # 98 Council Salaries.  (Ordinance is attached)

A motion was made by Novotny, seconded by Steffenson and carried to adopt Ordinance # 97 Establishing Urban and Rural Taxing Districts.  (Ordinance is attached)
The filing dates for Council and Mayor is July 31-August 14th at 5 PM.

There was a question wondering if things got done after the Mock OSHA inspection.

A motion was made by Buse, seconded by Batesole and carried to issue a structure permit to Rocky Yeats to build a new house as long as he abides by the setbacks.  It is parcel 72-0277-390.
A motion was made by Batesole, seconded by Novonty and carried to allow Calvary Covenant Church to block off Meeker Street on July 21st from 3-8 PM to have a block party.

July celebration went very well.

MN DOT is exempt from obtaining a structure permit.  They are within the setbacks though.


A motion was made by Batesole, seconded by Novonty and carried to accept the resignation of Darek Buse from the Council due to his relocation.
A motion was made by Novotny, seconded by Batesole and carried to approve the July bills and authorize payment. (List Attached)
