RESOLUTION # 20-002

A RESOLUTION ALLOWING OUTDOOR BARS/RESTAURANTS


WHEREAS, the COVID-19 pandemic has created unique challenges for the City of Evansville, its residents, and its businesses; and


WHEREAS, the Governor’s recent Executive Orders appear to encourage outdoor dining; and


WHEREAS, it is incumbent upon the City to come up with creative solutions to encourage business and economic activity in the City of Evansville, and in an attempt to help do so for our bars and restaurants:

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Evansville, Minnesota, that:

1. That outdoor bars/restaurants shall be allowed in the City of Evansville pursuant to this Resolution until October 15, 2020, or until this Resolution is terminated.

2. That a bar or restaurant which serves food shall be allowed to apply to the City for permission to conduct outdoor dining and beverage service in the form of an outdoor café.  Said business shall be granted permission to set up chairs and tables for food and beverage service in their parking lot.  In addition, the City Council may, from time to time, close off streets by Resolution, as deemed necessary in its sole discretion, and allow business the opportunity to set up a café in specifically designated areas of City Streets under terms and conditions deemed appropriate solely by it. 

3. Any person operating, maintaining, or otherwise engaged in the business of running an outdoor café in the City shall request permission from the Evansville City Council.  If beverage alcohol is to be supplied the applicant must have a valid liquor license precedent to serving alcohol. Property shall be roped/blocked off and be out of a City Street or County Road.    A survey is not needed.  

4. Each outdoor café shall adhere to the following requirements:

a. Permission for the café may be suspended by the City Council when necessary to clear the sidewalk or street for repair, improvements, public safety, special events, or any other reason deemed necessary by the City Council. 

b. The serving and consumption of beverage alcohol on a city sidewalk or street is permitted if the applicant holds a valid liquor license in good standing with both the State and City.  In the event that a liquor license is revoked or suspended, an applicant shall no longer serve beverage alcohol in the outdoor café. 

c. The outdoor café shall be roped off or otherwise demarcated as such by the business owner as approved by the City Council.  No outdoor café shall encroach upon the property of another business or resident.  In the event that the café occupies a portion of the street, it shall adhere to any regulations set forth by the City Council hereafter.

d. Tables, chairs, umbrellas and any other objects in the café shall be cleaned, maintained, and have an attractive appearance, and shall be kept in safe and good repair at all times.

e. Beverage alcohol to be served in the café must remain in the café.  All beverage alcohol must be served in either a plastic or aluminum container.

f. All beverage alcohol service must cease at 1 A.M. Sunday-Saturday.

g. The Applicant must ensure and take measures to that no wastepaper, trash, garbage, or other debris or material leaves the café area.

h. The Applicant shall ensure that patrons of the permitted café do not become disorderly or otherwise disturb the peace of the residents of the City of Evansville.

i. The Applicant is prohibited from installing a loudspeaker, public address system, radio, television, amplifier, or any other sound emitting device which emits sound in the café that can be heard fifty (50) feet away from the café. 

j. The Applicant is required to follow all requirements as outlined in Governor Walz’s Executive Order 20-63, including but not limited to the outdoor seating requirements outlined in the application.

5. Any applicant not adhering to the Regulations set forth herein may have their outdoor café privileges revoked or suspended by the City Council as deemed necessary in his or her sole discretion.  No applicant has any property right to occupy the City’s sidewalk or street, and the City, in opening its sidewalks and streets to outdoor cafés is simply trying to be creative in encouraging economic activity as balanced against the interest of ensuring minimal public nuisance, blight, or disorderly conduct.
