The City Council met in the Council Room on October 14, 2019 with the following members present: Cal Lundeen, Julie Aasness, Deb Berry, Chuck Steffenson and Colleen Shores and the following absent: NONE
  
Others Present: Ardell Hendrickson, Richard Novotny, Tyler Anderson, Mike Thang, Samantha-West Central Initiative, Susie Johnson, Jerry Buse and Diana K. Olson
The meeting was called to order at 7:00 PM by Mayor Lundeen. 
A motion was made by Shores, seconded by Steffenson and carried to approve the October 14th agenda with the addition of credit cards, keys, 2010 Bond & LMC update.

A motion was made by Aasness, seconded by Shores and carried to approve the September 9th Council Minutes.
There were no guest concerns.

A motion was made by Berry, seconded by Shores and carried to add Chase Schmidt to the Fire Department.

There have been some issues with the architect.  Council would like a construction meeting set up.

They made $4,250 from the last pancake/French toast feed.

The Fire Department is applying for grants from FEMA and Bremer for new turnout gear.  They have hired Karin Anderson to write the grants.

A motion was made by Aasness, seconded by Shores and carried to set up restricted funds under the fire fund for truck, building maintenance, fire hall replacement and equipment replacement funds.

Samantha talked about WCI and what they have been doing.  She also asked if the City would consider budgeting funds for WCI.
The tower is painted and they are going to be working on the building inside the tower.  They are looking at the week of October 28th for tower startup.  The treatment plant startup is scheduled for the week of November 4th.

We will be purchasing some testing equipment and test strips through the project.


Carl Jante is our back up plow driver.

Kristy from Soderholm Insurance switched companies so Shane Henrichs would like to be our agent.

A motion was made by Berry, seconded by Steffenson and carried to have Shane Henrichs with Soderholm Insurance be the City’s insurance agent.

A motion was made by Lundeen, seconded by Steffenson and carried to purchase a timecard holder.

Council would like some more prices for health Insurance.

The part time maintenance worker position shall be at 30 hours a week unless approved.

A motion was made by Lundeen and failed for no 2nd to disband employee committee.

A motion was made by Steffenson, seconded by Lundeen and carried to have the employee committee be 2 council members to handle employee concerns, discuss wages and the whole council will decide anything financial and do employee reviews.

Employee reviews will be conducted at 6:30 PM on Tuesday, November 12th just before the Council meeting.

The City would like to send RFP to attorneys from Alexandria, Barrett, Elbow for possibly a new City attorney.

A motion was made by Aasness, seconded by Steffenson and carried to accept the quote from Carlson SV to conduct the 2019 audit for $11,900.

A motion was made by Berry, seconded by Steffenson and carried to approve the bid from HiWay Amoco to contract 1700 gallons of propane for $1.10 per gallon.  CHS was $1.19.
A motion was made by Aasness, seconded by Shores and carried to approve a structure permit from Diana Nelson to add a deck to the house as long as she abides by the setbacks.  It is parcel 72-0090-000.

A motion was made by Berry, seconded by Steffenson and carried to approve the letter from Diana to be an election judge for the School Election and have time off with the City getting reimbursed from the School for her normal work hours.
Council Member Deb Berry introduced the following resolution and moved its adoption:

A RESOLUTION DESIGNATING 2020 POLLING PRECINCT
