The meeting was called to order at 7:00 PM by Mayor Olson.  
A motion was made by Novotny, seconded by Steffenson and carried to approve the December 10th agenda with the addition of Shores under budget.

The meeting was paused at 7:05 PM to have the TNT hearing on the 2018 budget.  Colleen Shores contacted Stacy at the Douglas County Assessors office to discuss the tax rate.  Chuck also contacted Douglas County to discuss the increase and part is due to business closing and people paying a higher value then the value of the properties.  Keith Englund will talk to the Assessor’s office and try to get some answers about the tax rate.

WHEREUPON said resolution was declared duly passed and adopted this 10th December, 2018.

Monica & Chuck are on the employee committee and met with Diana and Jerry to discuss raises.  Monica proposed a 2.5% increase for Diana and Jerry and 1.5% for Brett and a 2.8% COLA for 2019.  Chuck felt it should be tabled until the new Council came on in January.  There was discussion on wages and Bobbie informed the Council she was approached by Cal wanting her to table the wages until January.  Discussion on employee reviews which were not conducted was had.  
A motion was made by Novotny, seconded by Steffenson and carried to give the employees a 2.8% COLA effective 1/1/2019.

Monica would like to task the new personnel committee to work with the employees to make a step plan and do the employee reviews.  


A motion was made by Steffenson, seconded by Hoffmann and carried that the new employee committee does reviews with the employees and discusses wages.

A motion was made by Novotny, seconded by Hoffmann and carried to approve the engineering agreement with Apex Engineering for the treatment plant upgrade.

A motion was made by Novotny, seconded by Steffenson and carried to approve the engineering agreement with Apex Engineering for the water tower and meters.

A motion was made by Novotny, seconded by Batesole and carried to transfer $25,000 from TIF 1-2 and $20,100 from General, Water & Sewer to the 2016 Debt Service Fund.

A motion was made by Batesole, seconded by Hoffmann and carried to transfer $52,000 from the General Fund, $3,000 from TIF 1-4 and $6,500 from Water & Sewer to the 2010 Debt Service Fund.
