WHEREAS, the State of Minnesota provided the City with local government aid funding through the Federal CARES Act to mitigate the unexpected costs and burdens of the COVID-19 pandemic on the City; 

WHEREAS, Federal guidance on CARES Act expenditures allows the City to be reimbursed for their COVID-19 related expenses if the City Council reasonable believes the expenses meet the following three criteria: 

1.The expense must be necessary in response to the COVID-19 pandemic’s effect on the City;

2.The expense was not accounted for in the City’s budget passed as of December 9, 2019, and       could not be funded using a line item, allotment, or other allocation within the budget;

3.The expense was incurred between March 1, 2020, and December 1, 2020.

WHEREAS, the City Council will follow the rules and guidance provided by the Federal Government and State of Minnesota concerning the use of CARES Act funding; 

WHEREAS, the City has identified the following expense or expenses for the use of the City’s CARES Act funding: 

1. Laptop, FD Dryer & PPE along with equipment

2. Cleaning Equipment, sanitizers, air exchanger, air purifier, walk up window

3. Emergency Meeting, Sanitizer for Community Building, PPE

4. Zoom membership

WHEREAS, the expense of Laptop, dryer and fire department PPE is a necessary part of the City’s response to COVID-19 pandemic because: It allows working from remote and attend meetings along with the protection of the Fire department personally when exposed to COVID cases. 

WHEREAS, the expense of Cleaning Equipment, sanitizers, air exchanger, air purifier and walk up window are a necessary part of the City’s response to the COVID-19 pandemic because:  In order to follow the COVID-19 sanitizing, cleaning, distancing requirement of public facilities.

WHEREAS, the Sanitizer for Community Building, Emergency meetings and PPE are necessary items in response to the COVID-19 pandemic because: The City needed to declare an emergency and purchase a sanitizer to keep the Community room safe along with PPE to protect the employees.
Along with the zoom membership to still conduct City business efficiently and safe.
