The City Council met at City Hall on June 9, 2025 with the following members present:  Chuck Steffenson, Jason Andersen, Julie Aasness, Liz Plaster and Monica Olson-Novotny and the following absent: NONE

The meeting was called to order at 6:30 PM by Mayor Steffenson. 

A motion was made by Andersen, seconded by Olson-Novotny and carried to approve the June 9th agenda. 
  
A motion was made by Aasness, seconded by Andersen and carried to approve the May 12th Council Minutes. 
A motion was made by Olson-Novotny, seconded by Plaster and carried to approve a gambling premise permit from Evansville Firemen’s Relief to have pull tabs at Brew on 82 Bar and Grill Inc.
A motion was made by Andersen, seconded by Plaster and carried to amend the gambling premise permit to also state they have to have a 2nd gambling manager from the department due to the number of establishments they sell pull tabs at.

A motion was made by Steffenson, seconded by Andersen and carried to allow the owners at 303 Alexandria Street to move the shed out of the alley onto their property without a variance or permit.

A motion was made by Olson, seconded by Plaster and carried to approve a structure permit from Curtis Olson to move in a new shed on his property as long as setbacks are met.  It is parcel 72-0001-935.
A motion was made by Aasness, seconded by Andersen and carried to approve a structure permit from Larry Thorstad to build a house on his lot as long as setbacks are met.  It is parcel 72-0277-510.
A motion was made by Olson-Novotny, seconded by Plaster and carried to allow the Mound Grove Cemetery to move a gazabo onto their property without going through a variance but will need to apply for a permit.  The gazabo has not been used and was built by Sherwin Carlson.

A motion was made by Andersen, seconded by Olson-Novotny and carried to pay $21 for the map of Evansville for Lyssa to jazz it up to be used as a map for the public.  
The Council is fine with Evansville Plaza to close off the street for their grand opening.

The Council felt trees around the ballfield fence was not a good idea due to the maintenance of the trees.

The street sweepers were here last week.

They had to repour the concrete pad for the generator since the concrete got cracked.

Louisa reported on the roof project at the school.  Some discussion about the sports being moved to Brandon was had.

Dean presented the 2024 audit.  The audit went very well with just the normal findings.  The City received an unmodified opinion which is the best.
