The City Council met in the Evansville Senior Center on June 14, 2021 with the following members present:  Chuck Steffenson, Colleen Shores, Cal Lundeen, Julie Aasness and Deb Berry and the following absent: NONE

Others Present: Don Peschel-School, Brian Perleberg, Dave Bedore, Jerry Buse and Diana K. Olson
The meeting was called to order at 6:30 PM by Mayor Lundeen.  

A motion was made by Steffenson, seconded by Berry and carried to approve the June 14th agenda with the addition of Brian Perleberg.


A motion was made by Aasness, seconded by Berry and carried to approve the May 10th Council Minutes.
Brian Perleberg was wondering if the Council would be ok with the B/E Baseball Booster doing some projects by the ballfields.  They would like to remove the garage door of the concession stand and make a walk-up window to serve food out of and move the varsity fence in about 20 feet to be in line with the existing fence.

A motion was made by Berry, seconded by Steffenson and carried to allow the B/E Baseball Booster to revamp the concession stand and move the fence on the varsity field in about 20 feet to line up with existing fence.

The School is having a community open house to show the residents some of the plans for the referendum vote they will have in November.  

The School also has 2 roof top air conditioners that they are taking out of the Brandon site and wondering if they could install them in the Community Center.
A motion was made by Steffenson, seconded by Berry and carried to allow the school to install 2 roof top air conditioners on the Community Center roof for the gym.  They will pay for all the costs.

The consensus of the Community meeting was for the City to sell the Community Center to the school.  Deb will attend the School open house and get more feedback from the public.  

Rodney gave his notice that he will not longer be working for the City.  His last day will be June 18th.  Council would like to advertise in the Echo and the Record and extend the date for the applications to June 28th instead of the 21st.

The Council received a list of potential grass letter notices.  They would like to send out the letters to the list and if we end up mowing, we would just mow and not clean up or weed eat.

There was some vandalism in the park as they filled the porta potty with pea rock.  The Sheriff’s Department was notified.

A motion was made by Steffenson, seconded by Lundeen and carried to renew support for Sensus for 1 year for $2,400.  (This is our meter reading software.)

A motion was made by Lundeen, seconded by Steffenson and carried to pay council for all regular and special meetings.  It is $110 per meeting.

A motion was made by Lundeen, seconded by Berry and carried to purchase a 2012 International Plow Truck from Mid-State Truck Service in Duluth for $64,900.  It has 90,000 miles.

A motion was made by Lundeen, seconded by Steffenson and carried to purchase a 2015 F-150 city truck from the Minnesota Department of Transportation in Detroit Lakes for $14,000 once Jerry has looked at it.  It has 136,000 miles.

A motion was made by Lundeen, seconded by Steffenson and carried to replace the check valves in the lift station for $5,636.65.

The street sweepers will be in before July to sweep streets.

STS will be in June 22-25 to paint curbs.
A motion was made by Shores, seconded by Steffenson and carried to change the vacation policy to a per year basis with 80 hours max carry over.

A motion was made by Berry, seconded by Steffenson and carried to approve the June bills and authorize payment. (List Attached)
The meeting was paused at 8:56 PM for employee reviews per MN Statue 13D.05.

The meeting was resumed at 9:44 PM.
