The meeting was called to order at 6:30 PM by Mayor Lundeen.  

A motion was made by Steffenson, seconded by Shores and carried to approve the July 13th agenda.

A motion was made by Berry, seconded by Lundeen and carried to approve the June 8th Council minutes.
Sheri with Aflac was present to do a presentation to the council about Aflac and see if any of them are interested in Aflac for the City’s open enrollment.

A motion was made by Berry, seconded by Steffenson and carried to approve applications from Patrick McGaffey and Rocky Yeats to join the Evansville Fire Department.

There were some issues with the siren during the last storm.

Med Compass will be doing fire department physicals on August 4th.

The heating guy should be done this week with the fire hall and then the electrical can start.

The City of Evansville received $45,000 of COVID-19 relief funds through the CARES Act.  

A motion was made by Steffenson, seconded by Lundeen and carried to approve the quote from Thompson’s Heating & Air Conditioning to install an air exchanger in the hall for $3,195.  This is to circulate the air in the office and hall to help reduce the spread of COVID-19.

The Council would like to skip cleanup day for 2020 due to COVID-19.

Leave the bathrooms in the park locked.

A motion was made by Steffenson, seconded by Shores and carried to send out tall grass letters to those property’s that need to be mowed.

A motion was made by Lundeen, seconded by Shores and carried to approve the Gardonville Franchise Agreement for a 5-year term instead of 15 years.  Send the edit to Gardonville for approval.

Berry-Opposed

A roof vent blew off the Community center and punctured the membrane in the roof.  We did not realize the damage until the next rain.  The City’s insurance was notified.

A motion was made by Berry, seconded by Steffenson and carried to approve a structure permit for Donnie Schecker to add a lean to onto his existing shed as long as he abides by the setbacks.  It is parcel 72-0080-000.

There is a property in town that is not connected to water and sewer.  Council would like the attorney to send him a letter.
A motion was made by Lundeen, seconded by Berry and carried to get a lab top for the office with a camera and mic to accommodate Zoom due to COVID-19.

A motion was made by Steffenson, seconded by Lundeen and carried to fix the conduit that is hanging down on the light poles around the Varsity field.  

A motion was made by Shores, seconded by Steffenson and carried to issue a check to the Evansville Community Developers for $10,000 to help support the economic development in Evansville.

A motion was made by Steffenson, seconded by Berry and carried to approve the July bills and authorize payment. (List Attached)
