The City Council met in the Council Room on May 13, 2019 with the following members present:  Chuck Steffenson, Brenda Hoffmann, Cal Lundeen, Julie Aasness and Deb Berry and the following absent: NONE

The meeting was called to order at 7:00 PM by Mayor Lundeen.
A motion was made by Aasness, seconded by Steffenson and carried to approve the May 13th agenda.     


A motion was made by Aasness, seconded by Berry and carried to approve the April 8th Council Minutes and April 16th Board of Review.
There were 3 bids for the fire hall addition.  M & L Construction out of Elbow Lake was the apparent low bidder.
A motion was made by Hoffmann, seconded by Berry and carried to award the contact for the fire hall addition to M & L Construction in the amount of $293,275.

A motion was made by Hoffmann, seconded by Steffenson and carried to approve 2 new fire department members whom are Cody Klingbeil & Chris Shea.

A motion was made by Berry, seconded by Hoffmann and carried to approve the purchase of an infrared camera for the fire department in the amount of $3,250.

A motion was made by Aasness, seconded by Hoffmann and carried to approve the purchase of a battery powered fan with run time of 45 minutes in the amount of $4,500 for the fire department.

Don gave an update on the school process.  They have 4 options on the buildings and looking at a November vote.  They are looking to obtain the City portion of the Community Center from the City.  Council will discuss.
A motion was made by Steffenson, seconded by Hoffmann and carried to approve the LG240B for the Evansville Education Foundation and waive the 10% and 30-day waiting period to conduct BINGO on July 5th at the Community Center.
Sue Steffenson will plant the flowers but we will need someone to water them.

A motion was made by Aasness, seconded by Steffenson and carried to hire APC to do street sweeping for 2019 for $130 per hour.

A motion was made by Berry, seconded by Steffenson and carried to approve the quote from Bargen to do crack filling and replay in the amount of $41,950.  Crack Filling-$29,732 and replay-$12,218.

A motion was made by Steffenson, seconded by Hoffmann and carried to approve the quote from HPS for the porta potty rental along the trail and down in the park for 2019.

Pam from the League of MN Cities will be out on July 30th at 6:30PM to do training for the Council.

A motion was made by Hoffmann, seconded by Steffenson and carried to pay for the paint to paint the bathrooms and concession stands in the park up to $300.

A motion was made by Hoffmann, seconded by Berry and carried to send Statue 609.74 about public nuisances to the attorney to be able to enforce garbage clean up.

A motion was made by Steffenson, seconded by Hoffmann and carried to give the summer recreation program $1,500 to offset costs.
Watermain flushing was last Monday and Tuesday.

The filter plant is scheduled to go off line on Tuesday of this week.

The first round of discharge at the ponds are done.

Deb gave a Developers report.  They have become a 501c3 and are looking at doing signage for businesses on the entrances to Evansville to direct more traffic to the Main Street.

A motion was made by Steffenson, seconded by Berry and carried to have a special closed meeting on May 30th at 7 PM to conduct employee reviews.

A motion was made by Hoffmann, seconded by Berry and carried to approve the May bills and authorize payment. (List Attached)
