A motion was made by Batesole, seconded by Novotny and carried to set April 9, 2019 for the special election for the council seat that Brenda fills until the election.

A motion was made by Steffenson, seconded by Novonty and carried to approve a structure permit for the B/E Schools/City to construct a shed down by the varsity baseball field contingent setbacks are met.  

Monica, Richard, Brenda and Diana attended the LMC Regional meeting in Fergus.  There was very good information at that meeting.  

The City contracted with HiWay Amoco for propane for 2019.  It was 1.28 for 1700 gallons.
